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Kindergarten Complete Master Book List
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     This booklist is the place to go when you are obtaining or organizing your books for the year.  Books are listed in the order they are used, with information such as author, library call number (if available), and cost information, in order to make it easy for you to locate the correct book.
Non-historical reading list/alternate books
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     This booklist provides you with non-historical but wonderful books we don’t want you to miss.  It is divided into levels according to difficulty.
Memory Work
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     For your convenience, we have created a master list of all of the Kindergarten Complete Program’s memory work, in the order of use in the Weekly Plans. 

Unit List
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     This outlines the Kindergarten program by unit, including the number of weeks of suggested study for each unit. Note that the last unit on Week 45 is a week-long “mini” unit entitled “World Geography.”  The reading and crafts focus on Christmas in various places around the world.  This week is designed to be inserted into your schedule some time before Christmas.   
Weekly Plans, by Unit
            This section follows the Unit List and is

   numbered separately.
     This is the bulk of the Complete Program Binder, and what you will be referring to as you prepare for and teach each day.  Each Weekly Plan first lists all of the books used in that unit, in order of use, and all materials needed for the entire unit.  The first page of each Weekly Plan also lists the books and materials used for that particular week.   After you flip the page, you will see the detailed daily plans, outlining what we suggest is covered during each of your school days.  (Remember, don’t be a slave to this or any other curricula!  Cover what is appropriate for your student[s])! Note that each day is numbered, not dated, so if ‘life’ interrupts school, you may just resume where you were when you are ready.  Also note that only four days of school are given per week.   At the end of each unit, all projects are listed alphabetically.  (They are referred to in the daily plans by letter.)

     Referred to in the Weekly Lesson Plans, these cardstock sheets are located in the inside left binder pocket. 
The Phonics and Reading binder includes:

Phonics Lessons
     All of the detailed phonics lessons referred to on the Weekly Plans are found in the first section of this binder, listed by unit and week.
Phonics Worksheets
      The rest of this binder includes consumable phonics worksheets, to be used by your student.  For your convenience, the worksheets are keyed to the daily Phonics Lessons above as well as to the Weekly Plans in the Complete Program binder.
Letter/Word Cards
     This feature accompanies the phonics worksheets and lessons for review, enabling a more hands-on approach.  Simply cut out the letters and words; then store in sandwich bags to use as directed in the lessons.
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
